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The photographer Peter Granser has achieved in a short time an independent stylistic identity. His books »Sun City« (2003) and »Alzheimer« (2005) were received with enthusiasm by photo critics. Light in tonality, down-to earth in composition, and pointed in choice of subject, Granser dedicates himself to the phenomena of recreational culture. He captures this repeatedly in humorous pictures. In addition, this in Stuttgart living Austrian (*1971) treats socially tabu topics such as aging or illness.
In their cold aesthetic, Peter Granser's photos are at the same time reflections upon the artificiality of the photographic image. In that the artist often invites his models to self-orchestrated poses, further serves to underscore this effect.
At the center of this comprehensive individual exhibit stands the »Coney Island« series. The oldest amusement park in the US, located at the edge of New York, became the paradise of the little guy in the 1920's. The mythos of this place influenced no less the black and white photos of Andreas Feininger, Weegee, Diane Arbus, or Bruce Gilden, who captured there the leisure time of the American working class. With his eye for precision, while taking his color photographs, Peter Granser has brought «Coney Island» back into the present. His images show the morbid charm of an aging place, in whose surreal atmosphere people of most diverse backgrounds and cultural make-ups meet and mingle.
Peter Granser's photo series have been awarded multiple prizes in past years and presented at biannual festivals and group exhibitions at home and abroad.  In the Tübingen Kunsthalle, this is now an opportunity to experience Granser's sections of work in context, namely, »Coney Island«, »Sun City«, »Austria«, »Deutsche Cowboys«, »Elvis Tribute Artists«, »Spuren der Arbeit«, and »Alzheimer«.
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
